

To comply with the Water Services Act, the WSDP should be prepared as part of the IDP process unless there is no IDP process in which case it can be prepared separately. The WSDP is a sectoral plan that falls within the inter-sectoral umbrella plan of the IDP.  The WSDP sectoral planning and integrated development planning, must inform each other.  It is therefore important to start the WSDP planning process by orientating the water services development goals against the overall development goals of the IDP.  This in essence becomes the overall framework within which detailed water services needs and development projects can be benchmarked and tested.

E1.  IDP priority issues related to water services


The IDP process provides for the development of mid-term objectives for each priority issue.  Objectives related to water services need to inform the WSDP process.

WSDP Goals

The WSDP is not simply a legal requirement; it is a tool towards achieving sustainable water services (where water services includes both water supply and sanitation services).  In addressing sustainable water services, there are three major goals that WSA’s should aim to achieve.  These are:

· Delivery of sustainable water services

· Integrated water resource management

· Efficient and effective water services institutional arrangements (WSA capacity and WSP arrangements)

These major goals can be divided into sub-goals.  WSA’s should indicate the sub-goals to be achieved for each major goal.

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Sustainable water services sub-goals

· Provide sub-goals for:


· Provision of basic water services (includes free basic water)

· Ubuntu Municipality will endeavour to provide all households with a basic level of water services – including 6kl of Free Basic Water to qualifying indigent households.

· Provision of basic sanitation services (includes free basic sanitation) 

· Ubuntu Municipality only provides waterborne sanitation to households in urban areas, where sustainable water resources are available.

· Provision of intermediate levels of sanitation services

· Ubuntu Municipality only provides intermediate levels of sanitation services to households in areas where sustainable water resources are available but higher levels of services can not be provided.

· Higher levels of water services

· Ubuntu Municipality will endeavour to provide all households with metered water and pre-paid household water meters.

· Higher levels of sanitation services

· Ubuntu Municipality only provides waterborne sanitation to households where sustainable water resources are available.

E3.  Integrated water resource management sub-goals

· Provide sub-goals for:

· Water Resource Protection

· Ubuntu Municipality will embark on a program to safeguard water resources and do education and awareness programmes to protect water resources.

· Water Resource Conservation & Demand Management

· Ubuntu Municipality will embark on an education and awareness programmes to protect water resources and promote water conservation and demand management.

E4.  Efficient and effective water services institutional arrangements sub-goals

· Provide sub-goals for:


· Water Services Authority (WSA) overall capacity

· Ubuntu Municipality will participate and engage in Water Services Authority (WSA) overall training and capacity building programmes to develop the capacity of councillors and officials to fulfil its role as Water Services Authority (WSA).

· Water Services Provider (WSP) institutional arrangements

· Ubuntu Municipality will participate and engage in Water Services Authority (WSA) overall training capacity building programmes to develop the capacity of officials to fulfil its role as Water Services Provider (WSP).
